The whisky still at Penderyn is 
unlike any other: a single copper 
pot still that brings forth a 
flavourful spirit of extraordinary 
strength and purity. 

Invented exclusively for us by  
Dr David Faraday, descendent  
of the ground-breaking Victorian 
scientist, Michael Faraday, our 
still creates a barley spirit of great 
finesse, whilst removing certain 
impurities that traditional pot stills 
leave behind. 

At 92% alcohol by volume our 
new spirit has the highest strength 
of any malt wysgi; and with just 
one cask produced every day, it is 
also exceptionally rare.

Thanks to the quality and 
character of our chosen casks,  
the delicate spirit rapidly develops 
a sophistication normally confined 
to much older whiskies; and to 
retain its freshness and vibrancy 
we take care never to let Penderyn 
over-mature. 

Art and science come 
together when Gillian,  
our talented young distiller, 
decrees that a cask is ready. 
Reducing the strength drop 
by drop with our very own 
Brecon spring water, we 

bottle Penderyn wysgi 
without chill-filtration. 
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THE ART 
OF MATURATION.

The Penderyn house style derives 
uniquely from the use of two types 
of cask. For the initial maturation, 
we use the finest hand-selected 
bourbon barrels, and to finish the 
wysgi we transfer it to Portuguese 
barriques that have previously 
nurtured a rich Madeira wine. 
Each cask is closely watched and 
regularly ‘nosed’ until the wood 
has imparted its full gift of flavour 
and the wysgi has reached the 
point of perfection. 

It is a moment that can only be 
judged by the exquisite precision  
of the human senses.

With less made in a year than 
many distilleries produce in  
a day, Penderyn is as precious  
as Welsh gold. Our flagship 
Madeira-finished expression has 
a classic freshness with aromas 
of cream toffee, rich fruit and 
raisins. The palate is crisp and 
finely rounded, with a sweetness 
to balance an appetising dryness. 
Notes of tropical fruit, raisins and 
vanilla persist in the finish.
